The University of Miami is a breeding ground for national champions, most recently our 2000 national championship baseball team and our 2001 Rose Bowl Champion football team. The team travels to regattas throughout America including Boston’s Head of the Charles Regatta in October to the San Diego Crew Classic in April. At home, we row alongside dolphins on one of the nation’s most limitless waterways in Miami Beach. On land, the University of Miami’s state of the art weight room is our home, where our rowers gain power under the guidance of the team’s strength coach. In our rise to the top of the collegiate rowing ranks, we are looking for potential student athletes with the following criteria:

· 2k erg score under 7:25

· Proven rowing or athletic success and experience at the regional, national or international level

· 5’9” or taller with a good strength to weight ratio

· Academically solid students with a positive attitude and excitement for learning

· Enthusiastic team players with experience in both sweep rowing and sculling.

There may be exceptions to these qualifications, and we encourage you to communicate your individual strengths to us at anytime.

Generally, we offer full athletic scholarships to prospective student-athletes with the above criteria.  A full scholarship includes tuition, room, board, books, and fees.  The team also provides clothes to train in as well as running shoes and cold weather gear.

The coaching staff at the University of Miami is working to bring each athlete closer to their athletic potential. We are continuously researching optimal training methods to empower our crews to great success. Off the water and in the classroom our student athletes also show tremendous power. During the 2001-2002 school year our team had the highest overall GPA of any women’s athletic team. Our rowers receive a great deal of support from the athletic department, which offers free tutoring, mentored study hall and an exclusive computer lab. Our student athletes receive priority registration for upcoming semesters, guaranteeing first choice in course selection. Additionally, we have a staff of academic counselors trained to guide you to take the best classes to suit your needs.

Miami is a truly unique and exciting city to live in. While the University of Miami campus is located in Coral Gables, also known as the The City Beautiful, students at the University of Miami take advantage of the area’s wide variety of resources. The spectacular subtropical environment is at its finest in the Florida Keys, the Everglades and Key Biscayne, home of the University of Miami’s marine lab.
