Important Notice

Free water use at Strathclyde Park

As you will be aware The Association now pay for free water use at Strathclyde Park by all people who hold an SARA licence. It is necessary for the Association and NLC to be able to accurate monitor use of the water for both safety and to ensure that we are charged the correct amount. To facilitate this we have adopted a swipe card system that applies to all  rowing water users. On a persons first visit they complete a form and present their rowing licence. They will be issued with a swipe card that should then be used at reception on all subsequent visits to the Park. No one should go on the water without having followed this procedure.

To date 73 people have registered for free water use but over 200 individuals have actually used the water. We will continue to encourage people to follow the new system between now and the end of April in the hope of having full co-operation. Thereafter anyone using the water who has not registered or swiped their card will be charged for their water session.

If the system becomes to much of an administrative burden on the Association then we will have to reconsider free water use and revert to having North Lanarkshire Council charge for water use.

The message is “ abuse it and lose it ”
