THREE IN ONE REGATTA

‘THE THREE HEADS’

4 October 2003
Instead of a traditional Sprint Regatta this year, Glasgow Rowing Club propose to try something a little different. The intention is to run three mini-Heads in the course of the one afternoon. The Course will be on the Clyde from the Sewage Works bend to the Observation Platform on the Clydesdale straight, a distance of approximately 3000 metres. Each division will be a separate race and presentation prizes will be awarded to the first crew in each division and to each boat category which has three or more entries in one division. The start time for each division will be 11.30 am, 1.30 pm and 3.30 pm respectively.

Competitors can, if they wish, participate in all three divisions. This can be done either with the same crew competing three times or in a combination of boats e.g. a four in the 1st division, a pair in the 2nd division and a single in the 3rd. It is not the intention to specify particular boat categories for each division but as indicated above prizes will be awarded for each category in a division in which there are three or more entries and to the winners of each race. While veteran will be considered as a boat category, it is not the intention to apply the veteran handicap tables and a veteran prize will only be awarded if there are three boats in the same age band or if a crew in a higher band beats 2 crews in a lower band in the same boat category e.g. a Vet D beats 2 Vet C.

The results of all three divisions will be announced as soon as possible after the 3rd division.

Entry fees per competitor including the SARA levy are as follows:-

Seniors
£3 per division or £8 for all three divisions. (coxes free)

Juniors

£2.50 per division or £7 for all three divisions. (coxes free)

Notes

1. The regatta will be run under SARA Rules.

2. The draw will take place in the GRC boathouse on 29 September at 5.30 pm.

3. Entries should include SARA Licence numbers for all competitors who should have their Licence available for inspection if requested.

4. The start order will be based on boat category course times at the Scottish Championships.

5. It is the responsibility of each crew to be ready at the start on time and crews arriving late at the start may be awarded time penalties.

6. Refreshments will be available in the GRC Boathouse throughout the course of the regatta.

7. More extensive launching arrangements are now available at GRC.
