Essential Information for Competitors

Trailer and Car Parking

Should Clubs wish to scratch crews, alter crew composition or make other permitted changes, then these will be dealt with by Hazel Smith, the Regatta Secretary, who will be in the Marquee. PLEASE CARRY OUT THESE TASKS AS SOON AS YOU CAN AFTER ARRIVAL. PLEASE HAVE THE CORRECT ENTRY MONEY IF AT ALL POSSIBLE (IF PAYING ON THE DAY) – THIS WILL HELP SPEED THINGS UP FOR ALL

 

Boating
 

Penalties will be applied for crews late to the start, please have respect for your fellow competitors and arrive at the start in time. It can take up to 45 minutes to row to the start.

 

First Division - Novice Crews must begin boating at 10:30, Junior Crews at 10:50 and Senior Crews at 11:00. Remember to take sufficient warm and weatherproof clothing with you.

 

Second Division - Novice Crews must begin boating at 1:00, Junior Crews at 1:20 and Senior Crews at 1:30. Remember to take sufficient warm and weatherproof clothing with you.
