General information

All entries to be received by Thursday 3rd April by 10am. 

The regatta shall commence at 10am on Saturday 12th April.

Racing will take place over two courses- all Novices and under J16 will take place over a 500m course. All other events will take place over 1500m.

Veteran handicapping shall be applied at the start of the race. Please include dates of birth for all Veteran/Junior competitors. Mixed Veteran Races must consist of evenly matched crews (e.g. a four should consist of 2 men, 2 women.)

All events shall be run in accordance with the SARA rules of racing.  


Entry fees; seniors £4.00, juniors £3.00. Buy two races get one free. 

Free races eligible for any Mixed Race (Vet, R2 & Novice Mixed 4s, and Vet, Novice & Club mixed 8s)

ALL entry fees must be paid before racing commences.  


SUBC may be able to loan boats for races providing you inform us before the regatta. However SUBC cannot provide Aqua jog’s for the events.


Hot drinks and refreshments will be available all day

Events will only run with more than 2 entries for each division. The organising committee reserves the right to amalgamate any categories for which there are single entries.  Amalgamation will occur upwards to the next category e.g. novice to R2, J13 to J14. Every attempt will be made to inform competitors.

It may be possible for certain events to be added to the program provided demand and time constraints can be satisfied so if there’s an event you want to run let us know and we’ll see what we can do.

Competitors wishing to withdraw from events must inform the regatta committee 2 days before the event in order to receive a refund on their entries.
