Please find enclosed information and entry forms for Scottish Rowing Championships and Scottish Schools Rowing Championships 2003 The purpose of this letter is to ask for your co-operation with a number of items that will make the event run more smoothly. 


Every competitor must have a valid SARA Racing Licence, and that Licence number must be quoted on the entry form. All clubs have been supplied with a list of their current licences; please ensure that this list is available to whoever is completing the entry forms. If any prospective competitor does not have a SARA Racing Licence, an application will need to be posted immediately, in view of the 2-week turnaround time for issue of licences. Entries stating 'Licence applied for' will not be accepted.


Clubs are reminded that (under Rule C7) "Every competitor shall wear the colours of the Club that he [/she] represents". Failure to wear club uniform can lead to racing penalties being applied.


The Regatta Committee will timetable double entries where these are clearly marked on both the entry forms.  More complicated multiple entries are at the competitors’ own risk.  This means that any crew, sculler or cox may be linked to only one other event.  We will not try to timetable for situations where, for example, a four breaks out into a pair and a double scull.  The four could, however, break out into two pairs if both the pairs are in the same event


In addition to those attached, forms are available in Word format on the SARA web site at www.scottish-rowing.org.uk/html/events03.htm: to aid legibility, clubs are encouraged to download and complete the entry forms in Word before printing off. Please ensure that your entries and the summary sheet are properly completed and have one cheque covering the club’s total entry to the regatta. made payable to ‘SARA’. A few minutes extra spent by each Club to make a full (and legible) entry reduces the risk of your entry being misinterpreted or rejected.


Please include an evening contact telephone /mobile phone number for the person responsible for completing the entries. This person should keep a copy of the entry for reference.


Incomplete entries and entries without payment will not be accepted.  Telephone/fax/e-mail entries will not be accepted. Entries received after the closing deadline will not be accepted.


The regatta reserves the right not run any event with less than 3 entries, or where all the competitors are from the same Club. Please make sure that you have enough boats to support the entries you are making.


Finally, please note that Entries Close at 5.00pm on Tuesday 3rd June. Early posting is advised; Royal Mail Special Delivery or Recorded Delivery may be sound investments (proof of posting is not proof of receipt).
