
CSRC Regatta - Conditions of entry 
 

1. The regatta will take place at Castle Semple Loch, Lochwinnoch on Saturday 
21st May 2005. 

 
2. All races will be rowed in accordance with SARA rules. 

 
3. All races will be 1000m except where specified in the “list of events”. The 

course is straight, multi-laned and fully buoyed. 
 

4. Entry fees are; £5 for seniors, £3.50 for juniors, coxes are free and there 
is a ₤200 maximum fee (this includes the SARA levy). Cheques should be 
made payable to “CSRC” (where possible one cheque per club). 

 
5. All competitors must hold a valid racing licence which will need to be 

presented to the Regatta Organising Committee when collecting a prize. 
 

6. Entries must be on our Entry Form and accompanied by a cheque.

8. The draw will take after 5pm on Sunday 15th May 2005. Please provide a 
contact phone number where we are able to contact you while the draw is 
taking place. The draw will be available from Wednesday 18th May. 

 
9. Where insufficient entries are received to run an event the organizing 

committee will enter the crew in the next highest status unless otherwise 
requested.  

 
10. Veteran events will be run according to the SARA handicapping system and 

the standard handicapping tables will be used. In exceptional circumstances 
different veteran categories may be offered aiming to be within a 3 
category spread. Veteran entries should state the veteran class of each 
crew or sculler and their date of birth.   



 
11. Double entries are encouraged. Three or more entries will be accepted but 

with no guarantee of a rest period. 
 

12. All multiple entries must be clearly marked on the entry form. The 
organizing committee will take no responsibility for time clashes where 
doubling has not been clearly indicated. 

 
13. Committee boats may be available. The use of such boats must be requested 

prior to the draw and should be clearly marked on the entry form. 
 

14. Coxes must wear a lifejacket. 
 

15. Competitors must adhere to the circulation pattern (issued with the draw).
