Part Time Development Coach

The Scottish Amateur Rowing Association is looking to appoint a part time development coach to work with the Association and Glasgow City Council on a Schools Indoor Rowing Project.

The “Totally Rowing ” project will begin in all 29 Secondary Schools in Glasgow in January 2006. The SARA with the support of the Sir Steve Redgrave Charitable Trust, Glasgow City Council and the Big Lottery will put five indoor rowing machines in each school.

It will be the job of the two development coaches to support school staff and school sports co-ordinators in introduce the indoor rowing machine to school activities. This will involve establishing school indoor rowing clubs and inter school competitions. As well as regular indoor leagues there will be four indoor rowing regattas involving all participating schools each year.

All children participating in the project will have there fitness levels monitored during the project. There will be a project website that will require to be updated  by participating schools on a regular basis.

The project will last for an initial period of three years and the part time contract will be on an annual basis subject to review and renewal for a three year period.

The post will involve 20 hours a week and will pay £ 10,000 per annum. The successful candidate will hold an appropriate coaching qualification and will have good organisational skills.
