There are less than four months to go to this year’s FISA World Rowing Masters Regatta at Strathclyde Park in Scotland. The four day event will attract over 7500 visitors and have an estimated £ 12 million economic impact.

In an exciting innovation to this year’s event the organisers have switched on the online booking system that will allow visitors from all over the world to enter the events and book activities directly through the event website.

“This is a unique system and a terrific innovation for this years event “, said Mary Massaro, President of the SARA.  “Over the last two years our team led by rower Mike Morrice of Delphi Computer Consultants has created a database of over 4500 rowers from throughout the World who have previously competed at this event.”

New rowers and clubs are being added as people register with the event and this will provide a valuable tool for future event organisers.

The system allows people to enter events, hire boats, book social events and transport all online. Payments can then be made by credit card or bankers draft. The information then populates the regatta management system which allows organisers to structure and plan all aspects of the event quickly and efficiently.

This will become a legacy system for Scottish Rowing and will allow rowing events throughout Scotland to manage their events using the system developed for this year FISA Masters Regatta.

The system which integrates with the event website has been funded by Scottish Enterprise Lanarkshire with financial support from website specialist Tele It and Delphi Computer Consultants.
