THE PETER GRIEVE MEMORIAL SCHOOL TEAM TROPHY

In memory of the late Peter Grieve, who did so much for Scottish Schools' Rowing , a team trophy is contested annually. Every Division  ( A to H)  will count equally towards this Trophy , according to the following scheme :-

(a)
In each division, 15 points will be awarded to the first crew, 10 points to the second crew and 5 points to the third crew. To obtain point, however, a crew must have beaten at least one crew in their division . In the case of Composite-School crews, points will be awarded on a direct proportional basis. 

(b)
The totals awarded to a School will be based on the THREE HIGHEST SCORES WHICH THE SCHOOL OBTAINS, so it is important to enter at least three crews, although the Trophy could be won with fewer.
(c)
In the case of a tie for the Trophy, the competition will be decided by the 

FOUR HIGHEST SCORES obtained by the Schools in question, and then, if 

necessary, by the FIVE HIGHEST SCORES, etc .
