UK Coaching Framework

The government has the ambition to ensure that British coaching is the best in the world by 2016. As part of the work we have been asked to submit information to UK Sport that allows them to identify the current situation for Scottish rowing and in particular areas where we need to improve what we offer. This submission will also include a wish list of what the sport and its member clubs require in order to deliver this ambition.

We require as many clubs as possible to be represented at a meeting on the 4th March 2007 at the National Rowing Academy starting at 1.00pm. Remember if you are not there then your views and requirements cannot be taken into account.

The result of this work will be new investment in coaching resource and support for Scottish Rowing. We need to ensure that we are well placed to benefit from this investment.

A detailed questionnaire will be sent to clubs and should be completed and returned prior to the meeting. 

In addition we need clubs to begin thinking about what resource they need volunteer and paid to improve coaching at their club and in particular what difference that will make to the membership numbers and performance. An indication of number of members who would be prepared to go through a coaching course would be useful. If this was fully subsidised would the number be greater ?

If we had a paid coach in your area could your club share such a resource. In which circumstances could a paid coach be shared between clubs and or Universities. Could your club contribute to such a cost ?
