HIGH PERFORMANCE COACHES 

PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT FUND
SARA Performance Planning Group (PPG) has some funds available to enable High Performance (HP) coaches to undertake personal development over the next six months.  

Coaches currently supporting high performance athletes are invited to apply for funding from the Personal Development Fund.  High performance athletes are those currently on a GB pathway or with a realistic aspiration to achieve this. If any coach is in doubt about their suitability or their athlete’s eligibility then early informal contact with the High Performance Coordinator is welcomed and encouraged.

This funding is for personal development or further education of the coach and not for instance to redress the costs incurred whilst coaching or supporting the athlete at trials or assessments.  All applicants must be on the SARA coaching register and have current coaching liability cover.
Typical reasonable projects for support would be:

1. ARA annual coaching conference, January 2008
2. FISA annual coaching conference, BUDAPEST, 8th November 2007
3. FISA youth coaches conference GIBRALTAR (this year it is 11th October 2007)

4. Scottish Institute of Sport, High Performance Conference on “Optimising Performance”.

5. Any other national level sports course with a generalisable benefit to high performance athlete development.  

As the fund is limited all applications will be considered by the PPG and decisions made will be final.  Though support funding is available in this application until 31st March 2008, any HP coach who wishes to discuss personal development initiatives for the rest of the year and up to 31st 2009 is again welcome to do so with the Coordinator.
Only completed application will be considered by the PPG.
