Part Time Glasgow Schools Rowing Coach

The Scottish Amateur Rowing Association is looking to appoint 2 part time coaches to work with the Association and Glasgow City Council on the Glasgow Schools Indoor Rowing Project.

The “Totally Rowing ” project began in all 29 Secondary Schools in Glasgow in January 2006. The Scottish Amateur Rowing Association with the support of the Sir Steve Redgrave Charitable Trust, Glasgow City Council and the Big Lottery has installed five indoor rowing machines in each school.

It will be the job of the three coaches to support school staff with the introduction of the indoor rowing machine to school activities. This includes the set up of indoor rowing clubs in each school and the running of regular indoor rowing competitions.

During the winter months hours will be made up of mainly curriculum and extra curricular work, however in the summer there will be more early evening and weekend work required to support schools transitions to water based clubs.

The contract is a one-year fixed term post, with the possibility of extension, subject to funding. 

The post will be 15 hours a week (with a minimum of 10 hours contact time per week with schools). Any remaining hours will be for admin duties and travel. 

Wages are set at £7952.10 per year; this includes £1170 of expenses and 2 weeks annual leave pay, to be taken over christmas. The contract will run for 45 weeks per year. This is made up of 41 weeks term time and 4 weeks holidays programme work.

The successful candidate should have a relevant background in coaching and working with schools aged children, as well as good communication and organisational skills. A relevant coaching qualification is desirable but not necessary if you are willing to be trained.
