GENERAL CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

1. All members of a crew must belong to the same school, except for crews entering the Boyd, Wylie and Grieve Cup events.  No composite 
crews will be accepted in any other events. 

2. All members of a crew, except the cox, must be eligible in terms of age and sex for the event entered.  The cox must meet the requirements 
set out below. 

3. All members of the crew, including the cox, must have been registered as school pupils at the start of the school summer term. 

4. The three non-championship fours events (the Boyd, Wylie and Grieve Cups) may only be entered by pupils who have not entered 
Schools Championship fours events.  A pupil may only enter ONE of these events.  Crews for these events may be made up of pupils 
from more than one school. 

5. Coxes in Schools Events 

� a schoolboy may cox a schoolgirls’ crew, and a schoolgirl may cox a schoolboys’ crew. 

� crews entering Under 14 and Under 15 events may use a cox who was under 18 years of age on 1 Sept 2008. 

6. Fours events have been incorporated with Scottish Championship Junior events.  Scottish Championship medals will be awarded to the 
first crew to finish across the line and Scottish Schools Championship medals will be awarded to the first School crew to finish the race 
providing it beats at least one other crew in the final.
