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Boat Hire for British Championships

Terms and Conditions

Applying for the hire of a boat will be taken to imply understanding and acceptance of the following terms and conditions.

Ground Rules

1.
The offer is for the use of a boat only.  Crews are expected to provide their own oars.
2.
Information about the boats available from the Centre can be found on


www.scottish-rowing.org.uk/nra/fleet.htm
3.
Applications must be made by email, attaching the completed form (available from the URL above) to
boathire@scottish-rowing.org.uk
4.
A boat will be hired to a specific club/crew/sculler for a specific event – which will cover heat, repechage, semi-final and final (if necessary).

5.
Your crew/sculler may not have exclusive use of a Centre boat.  You may even find that your sweep boat is being sculled by another crew – or vice versa.  Care will be taken to ensure that the events for which a boat is used are well separated in the regatta schedule.

Centre boats should be set up with the following TDs and spans/spreads.

Pins should be set to zero pitch and zero to one degree of lateral.

If you find that your boat is not on the correct setting then contact John Blair or Tom Hewitt who will decide how to proceed.  Adjustments must not be made without such referrals.  Adjusting boats away from these standard settings is not permitted and will result in the hire being terminated.

7.
The boat hire charge must be paid to Centre Manager John Blair before using the boat.
8.
The regatta boat hire charge does not cover practice outings.  Such outings can be arranged via the Park Booking Office (01698 402060) and can be organised up to 7 days in advance.
9.
If the Centre cannot provide the boat which you require we will endeavour to put you in touch with a Scottish club which can help you out.  In these circumstances, Scottish Rowing will merely be acting as an intermediary.  Any dispute over the boat's condition, damage done to or by it, etc will be a matter between the borrower and the lender.
9.
Please familiarise yourselves with the Loch circulation patterns – regatta and otherwise - and with the Centre's Water Safety Guidelines (same URL as other materials) BEFORE you launch a boat.

For crews with a complete set of Scottish Rowing Competition Licences, applications for boat hire will be accepted from Monday 21st June onwards.
4.
For other crews, applications for boat hire will be accepted from Monday 28th June onwards.  The hire charge will be £6 per seat (including the cox's seat) per event.

5.
Applications received ahead of these opening dates will be returned to the sender unopened.
6.
Boats will be allocated on a first-come-first-served basis.
7.
If we cannot give you a Centre boat we will endeavour to find a Scottish club to help you out.  We will do our best to confirm (or otherwise) your hire within 48 hours of receipt of application.

Payment

1.
Cash or (preferably) cheque made payable to "SARA Sports Facilities Ltd."  A single payment for all boats hired by a club is preferred.

Payment for all boats (Centre or club) to go to John Blair before the boat is used.

3.
Payment for practice outings to be made to the Park Booking Office before the outing.
