
IMPORTANT INFORMATION

1) The regatta will be held under the Rules of Scottish Rowing http://www.scottish-rowing.org.uk/applets/09-10_SR_RoR_Rules_of_Racing.doc
2) All events will be rowed over a straight multi-lane course and where possible from a stake-boat start.

3) The organisers reserve the right not to run any event with less than three entries or any event where all the competitors are members of the same Club.  If this happens the crews or scullers will be moved to the category above unless otherwise indicated in the comments box at time of entry.

4) Double entries will be accepted and timetabled.  More complicated multiple entries are not encouraged, and are at your own risk.    Note that double entries need only be considered for the same day’s racing.  No individual may enter more than 4 events on the same day.
5) Competitors are expected to provide sufficient boats to meet their racing commitments.

6) Buoyancy; It is the responsibility of clubs to ensure that all boats they use at the regatta comply with the buoyancy clause incorporated within the Water Safety Code adopted by Scottish Rowing. This clause reads: -
· “Boats constructed or delivered after 1st January 2007 shall meet the FISA Guidelines for Minimum Flotation:

· A boat when full of water with a crew of average weight equal to the design weight stated on the boat’s production plaque, seated in the rowing position, should float such that the top of the seat is a maximum of 5cm below the static waterline.

· Clubs shall take reasonable measures to ensure all other shells shall have similar buoyancy”

Control Commission may apply checks at the regatta.

8) Veteran Events: Those entering Veteran Events should state clearly the age category in which they wish to race.  (Any crew giving incomplete or unclear information will be assumed to be Veteran A.)   The organisers’ objective is to create races consisting of a single Veteran category but, where this is not feasible, the handicapping system over a maximum of 3 adjacent age categories will be applied.

9) Scottish Universities Championships
9) The Scottish Universities Championships is a separate regatta held within Strathclyde Park Regatta; competitors who row for their University in University Championship events may row for either their Club or their University in Strathclyde Park Regatta but not for both.
9) For all eligible Clubs, Scottish Universities Championships information is enclosed.

9) The entry fee for the Scottish Universities Championships is £8.50 per head.  An entry in the Scottish Universities Championships qualifies the club for a reduced entry in the main regatta at a fee of £6.00 per person.  Please note that this is on a seat-for-seat basis i.e. one reduced SPR seat for each SUC seat entered  (e.g. an Eight [9 seats] entered in SUC qualifies an Eight OR a Coxed and Coxless Four OR boat combinations up to 9 seats for reduced fees).  For additional SPR entries the full entry fee must be paid.  When making entry – discount can be claimed using the “Extras” option.
10) Competition Licences: every competitor must hold a valid Competition Licence which includes insurance cover issued by his/her national governing body, and have it available for inspection to confirm eligibility for events entered.  Competitors will be required to present licences for punching to record points won in qualifying races.  Any competitor who does not have a Competition Licence at time of entry must purchase a Day Ticket costing £17 seniors and £9 for juniors.  Juniors who are under 13 years and have a British Rowing (formerly ARA) Licence will be required to purchase a Day Ticket unless they can produce proof of insurance for competing at regattas.   Please note any competitor racing for a Scottish club requires to have a Scottish Rowing Racing licence or arrange for a Day Ticket as described above. 

11) On both days of the regatta catering will be available throughout the racing programme with a licensed bar operating from 11 am.

12) How to Enter 
All entries must be made from the link on www.scottish-rowing.org.uk.  Please note that clubs who have not used the system before, first require to register.  Allow time for this – registration requests will be dealt with as soon as possible during office hours.  Only one person from a club may submit entries.  Follow instructions carefully.  A user guide will be available for download for anyone requiring assistance.  On completion of entry (at check-out) please print out invoice, which will detail all crews entered and check all is correct.  Retain this for your records and information should we require to phone you.   

On-line payment is available – please use this facility where possible.  If you do not pay on-line then send a copy of your invoice along with a cheque to the SPR Entries Secretary, Scottish Rowing Centre, Strathclyde Country Park, Motherwell ML1 3ED to arrive by Thursday 15th April 2010.  Please note, however, that entries close at 5pm on Tuesday 13th April.
13) The Draw will be held at 9.00am on Saturday 17th April in the Scottish Rowing Centre at Strathclyde Park.
