Double entries will be accommodated; any more are at your own risk.  No competitor may enter more than 4 races on the same day.

The entry fee for the Scottish Universities Championship is £8.50 per head.

A reduced entry of £6.00 per head is payable for the Strathclyde Park Regatta if competing in a university event (see S.P.R. entry form for more details), only one reduced entry per competitor for each university event entered. That is, for example, if you have ten members competing in the university Championships you can have ten reduced entries in the SPR event - they do not have to be the same members.   Cheques should be made payable to Scottish Rowing.

Draw will be held at Strathclyde Park on Saturday 17th April 2010.

NOTE.  A competitor may compete for his/her university in the Championships and for an open club in the Strathclyde Park Regatta (but not both an open club and university club in the open regatta).
