Dear Sir or Madam:

Please find the enclosed information  for the Scottish Rowing Championships and Scottish Schools Rowing Championships 2010.  
To be eligible to enter the Scottish Rowing Championships you must be either a bona fide member of a Scottish Rowing Affiliated rowing club or eligible to represent Scotland under Home International Regatta rules

Entries

Entries must be made on-line from a link at the Scottish Rowing website www.scottish-rowing.org.uk .
Clubs who have not made use of the on-line entries system before require to register first.  Please leave enough time to do this – your request will be dealt with as soon as possible during working hours.  Please also remember that each club can have only one registered entries secretary. 

Scottish Clubs:  All competitors with current Scottish Licences will be available on the database.  Anyone who does not have a current licence will require a Day Ticket.  Day Tickets should be paid for at time of entry regardless of whether the entrant races at the regatta or not – please add the appropriate fee in the “Extras” option at Checkout.  Day Ticket Forms can be downloaded from the Scottish Rowing website and must be completed fully and handed into the regatta office before the competitor races.  Any substitutes on race days requiring Day Tickets must complete a form in the Regatta Office and pay before racing.

Non Scottish Clubs: Clubs from outwith Scotland will need to input their members and their relevant details on to the system before making entries.  Please note that the Scottish Rowing system of points differs slightly from the British Rowing system. 

It is very important that a telephone number is given so that, in the event of any queries in the period before or during the Draw, we can contact you.

On-line payment is available and we strongly encourage clubs to make use of it.  Where this is not possible please print out your invoice and send it complete with cheque to the address above.  

Entries close at 5pm Tuesday 1st June 2010

Where payment is not made on-line, it must have arrived no later than Thursday 3rd June 2010.

Telephone entries or entries without payment will not be accepted.  

Multiple Entries

We will endeavour to programme double entries to allow sufficient rest time between events.  Anyone entering more than 2 events does so at their own risk and will not be prioritised during timetabling.  The system will not allow anyone to enter more than 4 events in one day.  Please use the “comments” box while inputting entry to make any special requests (eg alternative event if one entered does not go).  

Under-subscribed Events 

Note that the Committee reserves the right not to run any event with less than 3 entries, or where all the competitors are from the same Club.  

Boats

Please make sure that you have enough boats to support the entries you are making.

Boats must comply with the current Scottish Rowing Water Safety Policy and Rules of Racing.

Control Commission may apply checks at the regatta.

Eligibility

Please ensure that your crews are eligible for the entries you are making.  See Conditions of Entry and Categories of Events.

The Racing Environment:

Clubs should ensure that all their crews are sufficiently trained to back on to stakeboats and keep their boats heading into the wind until they come under starter's orders.  It is common for there to be an adverse crosswind and crews which are unable to get themselves into position for the race within a reasonable time period are likely to be excluded from their race, in order that the regatta can keep to its time schedule.

Licences

Please make sure that everyone gets a racing licence prior to submitting entries, and that competitors physically bring their licences with them to the regatta.  Scottish Rowing will be punching racing licences to record points won in qualifying events, and may inspect any competitor’s licence to confirm eligibility for events entered.  Details of procedure for punching licences for qualifying wins will be notified with the regatta draw.  

Any competitor racing for a Scottish club requires to have a Scottish Rowing Racing licence.  If a competitor is not licensed by Scottish Rowing at time of entry, or cannot produce a registration document (eg British Licence) from his/her National Governing Body which includes insurance cover, a Day Ticket must be purchased.  This costs £17 for seniors and £9 for juniors and is valid for the whole regatta.  Please note that juniors who are under 13 and have a British Rowing Licence will be required to purchase a Day Ticket, unless they can produce proof of insurance for competing at regattas.
Draw

The draw will take place on Saturday 5th June.  Please ensure that the club official whose mobile telephone number is registered keeps a copy of the entries with them – and their mobile switched on – on that date, in case of queries during the draw.

Photographs
The Regatta takes place in an environment to which the general public has free access.  A number of people attending the event - over whom the organisers have no control - will no doubt wish to take photographs.  Competitors, club managers and parents should be aware of this when considering participation.

Catering

Catering will be provided in the Regatta Marquee from one hour before the first race until and an hour after racing.  A licensed bar will be in operation from 11am until an hour after racing.

Clubs or individuals wishing to provide catering outwith the officially approved caterer at the regatta location should apply to the Regatta Chairman at time of close of entries.  A levy of £100 will be made.  Any such catering should be of a hospitality nature with no charges being made for food or drink supplied.

Information on Scottish Team Selection
· The 2010 Scottish Championships is the main selection regatta for athletes seeking representation on the Scotland Teams for the 2010 Home International Regatta (HIR) and 2010 Commonwealth Rowing Championships (CRC).
· Athletes seeking selection for the CRC team MUST register their intention by Wednesday 2nd June.
· Athletes seeking selection for the HIR need not register prior to the championships although are advised to do so, so that they can receive any important information updates.
· Registration for both teams can be made at ScotlandRegistration.notlong.com
· Coaches of junior athletes seeking selection will be invited to a coach’s forum during the Championships to discuss possible selections with the Junior Team Selectors.  Further details will be released following the publication of the draw. 
· Full details of the selection procedures can be found in the selection policy documents available for download from the Scottish Rowing website.
