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Strathclyde Country Park.

Rules for Avoiding Collisions on Strathclyde Loch.

The undernoted rules are based on the International Rules For Prevention Of Collision At Sea with local exceptions and apply to all craft on the water at all times.

1.
Power driven vessels give way to all other craft.

2.
When approaching another power driven vessel head on both vessels alter course to starboard.

3.
When two power driven vessels are crossing, the one that has the other on its starboard side keeps clear.

4.
When any vessel of any type is overtaking it must keep clear.

5.
Sailing vessels give way to non-powered vessels i.e. rowing craft, canoes, pedalos, fun boats and power vessels restricted in their ability to manoeuvre i.e vessels towing, buoying, attending a capsized craft, etc.

6.
When two sailing vessels are on opposite tacks the starboard tack craft has right of way.

7.
When two sailing vessels are on the same tack the one to windward gives way.

8.
Any sailing vessel taking part in a race, and governed by the Racing Rules, will apply these collision rules when approaching vessels that are not taking part in the race.

9.
Rowing craft give way to canoes and funboats and power vessels restricted in their ability to manoeuvre i.e. vessels towing, buoying, attending a capsized craft, etc.

10.
Rowing craft must follow the designated circulation pattern and when operating outwith this must keep clear of all other vessels.

11.
Rowers must be aware that vessels crossing the lanes may become becalmed, capsized or disabled.

12.
During the Sunday morning session, Wednesday evening session and other specific times designated by Park management the SLSC dinghy races will have priority from the 1,000m pontoons to the sailing jetties and rowers will have to give way during these times.

13.
All craft must keep a lookout at all times.

14.  
All craft must take measures to avoid a collision at all costs.

15.       Experienced loch users should be aware that often inexperienced beginners 
are on the water and should make allowances for their lack of knowledge of 
these rules and their possible inability to give way.

The management reserve the right to alter or update these rules at any time.
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
